Minutes of the 2010 Crawford County Local Work Group

September 14, 2010
Present: Rick Lange, Dennis Pozega, Adam Achenbach, Buzz Esser, Mike Kilburg, Russ Hagen, Vance Haugen, Karyl Fritsche, and John Baird 

Esser called the meeting to order @ 4:00pm and approved the agenda as posted. Introductions of representing persons were made.  Mr. & Mrs. Carlson of the public were present. A review of the 2009 LWG minutes was given by Rick. For 2010 local control for practice docket was taken away. Labor rate for landowner labor remained the same at $12/hour. The group decided to continue on only cost-share on actual man-hours of labor and that machinery hours of producer owners equipment would not be considered. Only the hours spent operating the equipment.
 

The 2010 EQIP program was next. A copy of the narrative was read and a recap of contracting (13 contracts = $223,840) followed.  There were 3 new 2010 WHIP contracts = $13,186.
A review of statewide practices and rates were then given.  A state imposed cap on fencing in EQIP was set at $10,000.  Herbaceous weed control is a new practice for non woody invasive species.  
The group then identified priority resource concerns



Erosion control & Water Quality (sheet & rill, classic & ephemeral gully, streambank)



Grazing Lands



Improving Woodland value & productivity

The group was then asked to identify practices which addressed the priority practices.  Rick presented last year’s local ranking points.  He recommended keeping those values for the coming year and adding points for the identified practices addressing the priority concerns.  Rick asked the group permission for Dennis, Karyl and him to look over those priority practices and categorized them as high, medium, low.  It was approved.  Rick then asked the group for their opinion on what they felt was the highest resource concerns.  Recommendations for area wide funding was asked, no additional comments were made.  Rick then asked for additional comments/concerns to forward on to the state.  Comments were made and Rick noted them.

Kilburg made a motion to adjourn and Esser seconded 
The meeting was adjourned @ 4:30pm.
