Replacement of
Accelerator
John Poots appeared regarding the replacement of the D2 accelerator on our sprinkler system at the Administration Building.  The cost of replacing this accelerator was contracted at $2725.   This is something that was not budgeted for, and Public Property referred it to the Finance Committee.  

Russell moved; Kozelka second to approve the contract that was presented to replace the accelerator.  The motion carried with no negative votes cast.  

Treatment Court
Monica Horner presented the 2nd quarter report for the Treatment 

Courts.  They are requesting reimbursement from the state in the amount of $10,692.34.  The full grant amount is $130,000.  To date amount of monies used is roughly $15,000.

Julie Cipra, 911 Coordinator appeared regarding ownership of the
Tower Site

land in which this tower sets on.  Originally, the DNR owned the 


tower and building, but did not own the land.  The DNR allowed the county to add radio equipment to the tower several years ago at no charge.  Since then, the DNR has removed their equipment from the tower and the land was sold to another landowner.  The new landowner is questioning why he is not receiving lease payments for the tower located on his property.  

The DNR proposed just transferring the easement to the county and continue using the tower site for free.  However, a tower study was done and there are several issues that need to be taken care of with the tower and also with the land surrounding the tower.  Julie is proposing that the county buy the tower site property from the landowner.
Russel moved, Kozelka second to approve to have the county make an offer to purchase 1 acre of land or more if needed for the tower from the current land owner.  The motion carried with no negative votes cast.  

Julie will meet with the landowner to discuss an offer.

Treasurer
Deanne Lutz, County Treasurer distributed Sales Tax information.  

Also distributed to the members, was a copy of “Official Notice” of a Class Action lawsuit regarding the right to recover additional sums under the PAYMENTS IN LIEU OF TAXES ACT. (PILT Act).  This notice is being sent to Crawford County with an opportunity to participate in the lawsuit and recover monies that were determined to be underpaid by the US Government.  

Mark Peterson, corporation counsel for Crawford County, received a copy of this Class Action lawsuit and advised that the county should participate.  

Russell moved; Kozelka second to have Mark Peterson move forward and submit the “Class Action Opt-In Notice Form” for Crawford County.
